Trinity Sunday Why is this feast
celebrated at this particular time? It
may be interpreted as a finale to all the
preceding feasts. All three Persons
contributed to and shared in the work
of redemption. The Father sent His Son
to earth, for "God so loved the world as
to give His only-begotten Son." The
Father called us to the faith. The Son,
our Saviour Jesus Christ, became man
and died for us. He redeemed us and
made us children of God. After Christ's
ascension the Holy Spirit, however,
became our Teacher, our Leader, our
Guide, our Paraclete. St. Patrick used
the shamrock as a symbol to explain the
Trinity to Unbelievers, i.e., how God is
One God in Three Persons. "Go ye
therefore, and teach all nations,
baptising them in the Name of the
Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy
Spirit." (Matthew 28:19). Patrick would
hold up a shamrock and challenge his
hearers, "Is it one leaf or three?" "It is
both one leaf and three," was their
reply. "And so it is with God," he would
conclude.

Day for Life Sunday 31° May. This is the
day in the Church’s year dedicated to
celebrating and upholding the dignity of
human life. The Church teaches that life
should be protected and nurtured from
conception to natural death. At the
back, there are leaflets available which
give details about end of life issues.

Solemnity of the Body and Blood of
Christ is next Sunday, 7" June. The
Solemnity of the Body and Blood of
Christ (or in Latin Corpus
Christi) commemorates the institution
of the Holy Eucharist. The feast was
introduced in the late 13th century to
encourage the faithful to give special

honour to the institution of the Holy

Eucharist and to the Blessed Sacrament.
Our worship of Jesus in His Body and
Blood calls us to offer God our Father a
pledge of undivided love and an offering
of ourselves in service of others.

The 11.00am Mass next Sunday will be
celebrated as a Mass of Thanksgiving for
the children of P4 in St. Lucy’s, who
have just received the Sacrament of
First Eucharist. What better way than to
give thanks and praise to Our Lord and
Saviour for the gift of his body and
invitation to the Eucharistic banquet?
Following the Mass, there will be a
procession around the Church with the
Blessed Sacrament. Congratulations,
once again, to all the children.

The scriptural foundations of the
practice of kneeling and genuflection.
“Matthew and Mark tell us that Jesus
“threw himself on the ground” (Mt
26:39; cf. Mk 14:35), thus assuming a
posture of complete submission, as is
preserved in the Roman liturgy of Good
Friday. Luke, on the other hand, tells us
that Jesus prayed on his knees. In the
Acts of the Apostles, he speaks of the
saints praying on their knees: Stephen
during his stoning, Peter at the raising of
someone who had died, Paul on his way
to martyrdom. In this way, Luke has
sketched a brief history of prayer on
one’s knees in the early Church.
Christians, in kneeling, enter into Jesus'
prayer on the Mount of Olives. When
menaced by the power of evil, as they
kneel, they are upright before the
world, while as sons and daughters,
they kneel before the Father. Before
God’s glory we Christians kneel and
acknowledge his divinity; by this posture
we also express our confidence that he
will prevail.”
